14. What was Hammurabi’s Code? 1st written code of laws How was justice enforced under this code? Laws were enforced differently among social classes
15. Phoenicians:  Where did they trade? Along the Mediterranean Sea Why did they develop colonies?  To make trade easier What was their lasting contribution to man? Creation of the Alphabet
16. Which civilization practiced monotheism? Hebrews (Jews or Israelites)
17. Who held the Jews as slaves?  Egyptians  What is the Exodus? When Moses led the escape of the Jews from Egypt

Jewish Diaspora: The dispersion of Jews outside of Israel from the sixth century B.C., when they were exiled to Babylonia, until the present time.
