1. Ziggurat: structures in Sumer and Babylon (Mesopotamia) similar to a pyramid, but made with 

steps and terraces, and were used as temples 

2. Fertile Crescent: a great arc of land from the Persian Gulf to the eastern shore of the Mediterranean Sea 
3. dynasty
: a ruling family

4. Hammurabi: Babylonian king who wrote down  the code of laws 

5. Patriarchal: social system in which the father is head of the family
6. city-state:  a political unit ruled by an independent ruler that included a city and its surrounding lands and villages
7. cuneiform: Sumerian and Mesopotamian writing that used wedge shaped marks made on clay tablets

8. Bureaucracy: a system of managing government through departments that are run by appointed officials
9. Monotheism: the belief in one god

10. Barter: the exchange of one set of goods or services for another without using money

11. Exodus: when the Hebrews fled Egypt

12. Monarchy:  type of government where the ruler’s position is hereditary

13. pyramid: large Egyptians structures made of stone that were used as tombs

14. pharaoh: an Egyptian ruler

15. Empire: a large area of territory that was controlled by one ruler or king

16. Polytheism: the belief in many gods

17. Theocracy: a government in which the ruler is viewed as a divine figure
18. Hieroglyphics: Egyptian form of picture writing that used papyrus, ink, and a stylus

19. Monsoons: a wind that shifts in direction at certain times of each year
20. Subcontinent: a large landmass that forms a distinct part of a continent 
21. Mandate of Heaven:  in China power from the gods that allowed a ruler to rule

22. Loess: a fertile deposit of windblown soil
23. Development- the process of growing

24. Evidence- signs, indications, or traces of something

25. Characteristic- a feature or quality belonging to a person, place, or thing

26. Cooperate- to work together toward the same end

27. Community- a group of people living together in one place 

28. Analyze- to carefully examine the structure of something

29. Site- the place where a town, building, or monument is constructed
